The Bring it on Brum! programme is offering a range of enrichment options to eligible families this winter to
support face-to-face delivery.

The winter holiday clubs will take place from Monday 23 December - Friday 3 January. Excludes Bank Holidays
and weekends. Bookings are now open.

To complement the wide range of Bring it on Brum! holiday clubs, families of children aged 4-16 who are
eligible for benefits-related free school meals can apply to receive a Food Box and/or Activity Pack.

Activity Packs

There are two types of activity packs available, one for primary-aged children and another for secondary-aged
children. Each activity pack contains fun arts and crafts projects, games and activities that can be completed
throughout the holidays.

Families can apply for a maximum of one activity pack per eligible child. You will need to enter the details for
each eligible child to request activity packs. There are two types of activity packs available depending on your
child’s age, secondary or primary.

Food Boxes
We have partnered with Morrison’s to provide a box of cupboard essentials and fresh produce. The contents
of the box will include all the ingredients needed to make 4 meals for a family of 4. All boxes are vegetarian.

One food box is available for each eligible household (NOT one per child). Eligible households must have at
least one child or young person eligible for benefits-related free school meals living there.
